
FUNDS AVAILABLE FOR 
STUDENT EMERGENCIES 
JTS PROVIDES THREE AVENUES OF FUNDING FOR STUDENTS WHO ENCOUNTER FINANCIAL EMERGENCIES.  THE APPLICATION PROCESS FOR THIS FUNDING IS PRIVATE, BRIEF AND DESIGNED TO HELP YOU QUICKLY RECEIVE MONEY FOR UNEXPECTED EMERGENCIES.
SHORT TERM LOAN
( JTS EMERGENCY LOANS: JTS provides interest-free loans to meet financial emergencies.  A matriculated JTS student may borrow up to $1000 which is repayable within one year from the date of loan or graduation/withdrawal (earliest date will apply). This may be a solution if your financial emergency is a result of a delay in receiving funds from a federal student loan, delay in a tax refund or a delay in receiving funds owed to you for employment.

SHORT TERM GRANT
(PETRIE EMERGENCY FUND:  JTS, through a grant from The Carroll and Milton Petrie Foundation, has established the Petrie Emergency Fund to offer financial assistance to matriculated JTS students who are encounter a short term financial emergency.  Examples of emergencies which may require financial help include, but are not limited to, an accident, illness, travel to handle an important family matter, loss from theft or fire.

LONGER TERM LOAN OR GRANT
(JTS FINANCIAL AID GRANTS AND LOANS:  The JTS Financial Aid Office will reevaluate eligibility for JTS financial aid grants and loans for matriculated US and Canadian students who experience a long term financial change.  Financial aid grants and loans are available if you or your parents have experienced a loss of income due to a change in employment status, a change in marital status or death or illness in your family.
