“At the head of God'’s army” (loc. cit.) - this refers to the
people of Israel, who shake and tremble upon hearing the
sound of the shofar and return to God’s ways in order to be
acquitted in judgement on Yom Kippur.

“For great is the Day of the Lord, most terrible - who can
endure it?” (loc. cit.) — this refers to Yom Kippur, when the
Books of the Living and the Books of the Dead [=the lists of

those who shall live and those who shall die] are sealed.
